 * The student must upload in Tevera written verification of group membership with the Practicum application. 
 * 25 hours of field experience during CECP 6120 Counseling Practicum (including 10 hours of group 
leadership, which may be completed in Practicum or Internship) 
** Weekly 1.5 hours group supervision with designated CECP staff during CECP 6130 Field Practicum and 
CECP 6131/CE 6131 Internship I and CECP 6132/CE 6132 Internship II. 
** Students admitted into the program Fall 2022 and after must complete 300 clinical hours (including 120 
direct client contact hours) in both CECP 6131 and CECP 6132 to meet the 600-hour field practicum/internship 
requirement and a total of 240 direct client contact hours.   
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
